History of Present Illness: Bryson Quintrail Carroll is a 21-month-old African American male who was brought to the office by the mother. The patient has a twin brother and he is the younger one of the two twins. The mother states they were born premature around 7 months of pregnancy and the older brother was born by vaginal delivery and 15 minutes later this patient changed his position in utero and they had to do emergency C-section. The mother states the other child, the other twin brother, is good and has no problems, but Bryson has problem with speech. His balance is not good. She feels he falls frequently. He is seeing ECI for speech therapy. He gets recurrent severe allergic rhinitis to the point that there is severe excoriation around the nostril and he has also developed skin changes of excoriation secondary to severe allergies on the chin.

Past Medical History: There is no history of diabetes mellitus or blood pressure. He has history of reactive airway disease and uses nebulizer at home. He has not been admitted to any hospital for pneumonia.

Medications: Medications at home include Zyrtec.

Allergies: None known.

Personal History: Bryson has three other siblings; a 13-year-old sister, a 4-year-old sister, and a twin brother. The father of these two twins is not in the picture at all. Bryson attends day care as the mother works as a CNA. He is not able to speak any word properly. His speech is pretty garbled. He is not toilet trained. He is able to use his both hands and both feet, he is able to walk, but the mother states he falls frequently. I felt he may have a valgus deformity of his knees.

Social History: The patient’s mother does smoke half a pack of cigarettes a day for several years. She denies drinking alcohol or doing drugs. The patient has just moved to Bryan-College Station area. She states she had the twins delivered in Waco, Texas.
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Physical Examination:
General: Exam reveals Bryson Carroll to be a 21-month-old African American male who is awake, alert and oriented and in no acute distress. He seems to be happy, smiling, appears to be right-handed, able to move around, but he did not speak even one word while he was in the office and some little thing he spoke, his speech was extremely garbled.
Vital Signs:

Height 32.5".

Weight 24 pounds.

Blood pressure 92/66.

Pulse 102 per minute.

Pulse oximetry 98%.

Temperature 96.2.
BMI 16.5.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

Neurologic: His overall neurologic exam appears normal. There is no nystagmus. There is no history of seizures. His range of motion of upper and lower extremities appeared normal.
Genitalia: His genitalia appeared normal. While examining his genitalia, I found out he had skin discoloration of hypopigmentation following severe tinea infection of his groin.

Review of Records per TRC: Review of records sent by TRC appeared to be of Heart of Texas Region MHMR where the patient is getting physical therapy and at the same time ECI, early childhood intervention and speech therapy. One of the notes state he was able to imitate kicking the ball. He is able to play with stacking cups, able to pull them apart, tried to nest, but was not able to do that. He did not want to throw the cups and the toys. He was able to stack two or three blocks. He was not interested in books. He sang some songs. He can babble. These are notes of October 2021. There is a note which states Bryan has low muscular tone, weak compared to same age peers with restriction of shoulder range of motion lacking full elbow extension. He can roll. He can sit alone. He can stand. He can walk. He does have problem with equilibrium. He does not shift well the weight from left to right, so he is getting physical therapy and speech therapy.
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The Patient’s Problems:

1. Premature twin delivery.

2. History of atopic dermatitis.

3. History of reactive airway disease.

4. History of problems with delayed speech. He has speech problems since birth and he has garbled speech and he is undergoing ECI and physical therapy.
5. History of somewhat abnormal gait and frequent falls and the patient is undergoing physical therapy and speech therapy.

Assessment: This is a 21-month old African American male who was born premature with C-section, was a twin delivery; he is the younger of the twins and, since birth, has severe allergic rhinitis to the point that he has excoriation of the skin around the nose and upper lip and also of the chin. He also has reactive airway disease and uses nebulizer at home. This is the information given by mother.
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
