History: Ms. Matthews was seen today.  Ms. Matthews has:

1. Long-standing diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

She had gone into spontaneous atrial fibrillation. She was seen by the cardiologist. In 2018, she had a cardiac cath done that did not show any significant coronary artery disease. The patient was started on Multaq, Eliquis and aspirin and seen by Dr. Meade and had ablation done in 12/2021 and after ablation since then the patient has done well, remained in sinus rhythm, but still they feel she needs to continue those medicines, which she does. She has seen Dr. Lee and no significant diabetic retinopathy. Her medication list reconciled. She states on 12/31/2021 she was on the edge of a concrete walkway and she fell on her left leg and she states with it being a holiday she went to urgent care of St. Joseph where the patient was seen, x-rays done and told that she had developed some cellulitis of her left leg and given Bactrim DS for 10 days. It is almost one month since she was diagnosed with the problem and her leg still has redness and some tenderness and I have decided to give her five more days of Bactrim. Her medication list reconciled. I told her the precautions to use as she is on multiple anticoagulants; if she notices any black and blue marks to let us know immediately. The patient understands plan of treatment. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
