History: Ms. Penelope Seegers was brought to the office by her husband. Ms. Penelope Seegers was not fully awake. She was getting confused. She did not eat today. Her sugar was only 61. The husband states she did get her insulin this morning. I told them that if she does not need, not to give her the insulin. To note, she has been on hospice in the past and when she improved and she has history of severe cirrhosis of liver, end-stage liver disease, and if she takes lactulose in proper amounts her hepatic encephalopathy is less. She has had at least two admissions with severe hepatic encephalopathy. When I asked her what my name was, she stated India and that is all she could state, she could not know me as Dr. Dave or anything else. There were no flapping tremors, but the patient was going in and out like she was falling asleep sitting on the chair. I told the husband I do not want to give her too many medications especially prescription medications if she is not even awake. I am going to send her for blood work, send her to CPL labs and check her ammonia level, CBC, CMP, lipid, TSH, and A1c and see the response, so I have not refilled her any medicine today.
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
