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1. ZP, 9-year-old child seen with a skin rash and a swollen eye, treated with prednisone. Mother was very happy with Dr. Klein, called them fabulous and child is doing about the same, but they have not started the steroid yet.
2. CG, 26-year-old seen with symptoms of UTI uncomplicated, treated with Bactrim, loved Dr. Klein.
3. ZT, 66-year-old seen with chest pain and nausea, was observed and then discharged after all the enzymes came back negative and the patient had a repeat EKG done. No cardiologist was called at the end of the day. The patient was told to see a cardiologist, but no consultation was obtained. This is something we still require correct? even after observation?
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
