The patient presents with history of cough and sore throat today with enlarged tonsils per mother. She states he has had cough for a couple of weeks and had COVID two weeks ago.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Tonsillitis.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Revealed increased tonsils without exudates with slight inflammation. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. CVS: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Negative for organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Skin: Normal without rash or inflammation. Extremities: Within normal limits without calf tenderness. Full range of motion. Neuropsychiatric evaluation was normal.
Strep screen obtained in the office was negative.

DIAGNOSES: The patient was diagnosed with tonsillitis, with recent COVID, with residual bronchiolitis.
PLAN: To take Zithromax prescription and follow up as needed with PCP or here.
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
