The patient presented to the office with history of an injury to the right shoulder from a fall landing on his shoulder and neck, reported few weeks ago. He states it pops. He is under the care of a pain doctor and rheumatologist, comes here as needed.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes, hypertension, cardiovascular disease, rheumatoid arthritis, and chronic low back pain.

MEDICATIONS: He is on fentanyl patch, gabapentin, hydrocodone, Trulicity, Enbrel, glimepiride, and metoprolol 50 mg b.i.d.
My examination revealed tenderness to right shoulder with painful range of motion. Not able to localize pains, states he cannot feel anything because of all the pain medicines he is on.
X-ray obtained of right shoulder shows questionable faint fracture line in the distal clavicle and acromion protrusion, without significant displacement, without localized tenderness. Because of finding on x-ray and persistence of pain, the patient was advised to see his pain doctor who he sees regularly in Conroe for further evaluation, to wear his arm sling and with precautions against additional falling. Prognosis is good with shoulder injuries pending further evaluation.
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
