CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with history of cough and congestion with tightness in the chest and wheezing for the past week with negative home COVID test. Slight elevation of blood pressure 164/95. Afebrile.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has history of high blood pressure, on medication. Otherwise uneventful.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No surgical history. Otherwise normal.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

Evaluation in the clinic reveals history of cough, flu symptoms for the past four days with history of pneumonia in the past.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: The patient to be in mild distress with slightly inflamed pharynx and scattered rhonchi. Remainder of physical exam unremarkable. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to rales or wheezing. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. No CVA tenderness. Skin: Negative for rash or dryness. Extremities: Full range of motion without tenderness. Neuropsych: Orientation x 4. Cranial nerves II through X normal. No motor or sensory deficits noted. No mood disorder is noted.

Because of positive COVID testing, the patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone 8 mg and 1 g IM with our prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak with COVID respiratory precautions. To follow up as needed.
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
