HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of cardiomyopathy, status post defibrillator implantation. The patient is now complaining of palpitation. The patient’s defibrillator interrogation showed the patient had episodes of atrial tachycardia at a rate of 150 beats per minute. Complaining of chest pain and shortness of breath associated with palpitation.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: 
1. Cardiomyopathy status post defibrillator implantation.

2. Supraventricular tachycardia.
