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DOB:


HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of hypertension and left bundle branch block. The patient underwent echocardiogram that showed ejection fraction 45%. The patient is complaining of dyspnea on exertion. Able to walk less than two blocks. Denied any syncope. Holter monitor did not show any pauses or any other arrhythmia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/72 mmHg, pulse rate 60, respirations 16, and weight is 164 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: 
1. Cardiomyopathy.

2. Left bundle branch block.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient has increasing shortness of breath recently. I will schedule the patient for a cardiac catheterization to evaluate coronary artery disease. Depending on the findings of the cardiac catheterization, we will decide further management.
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
