HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of palpitation secondary to right ventricular outflow tract tachycardia. The patient is here for followup. Currently taking metoprolol. Complaining of occasional palpitation. Denied any syncope or presyncope. The patient has an echocardiogram performed six months ago that showed normal left ventricular function. Also treadmill test was done about six months that did not show any arrhythmia. Hemodynamically stable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/70 mmHg, pulse rate 70, respirations 16, and weight is 152 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Right ventricular outflow tract tachycardia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient is minimally asymptomatic and hemodynamically stable. The patient is tolerating metoprolol, which I will continue. At this time, the patient did not need any other cardiac evaluation. I will follow her in 6 to 12 months or earlier if she has any frequent episodes of palpitation.
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
