Ms. McClure was seen regarding hypertension, history of seizures, valvular heart disease, and dementia.

HISTORY: Ms. McClure physically is not doing too badly. Her blood pressure is up today, but most other readings are pretty good and earlier it was 122/88 and many other readings are normal. She is not oriented. She is confused, but very pleasant. Denied any major specific symptoms. She has hypertension, but has no headache, chest pain, or any cardiac complaints. She does have seizures, but these are controlled. She has not had any of them lately. She does have aortic valve stenosis and does not plan any surgery. She does have a murmur, but there is no dyspnea or syncope or signs of congestive heart failure. She has a cardiac pacemaker, but does not clear know why she had it possibly she had from bradycardia. She has history of dysthymia, but she is in good spirit right now.  She is pleasantly confused.

PAST HISTORY: Positive for seizure history, osteoarthritis, dementia, pacemaker, aortic valve stenosis, hearing impairment, depression, and dementia probable Alzheimer’s.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She is nonsmoker. No ethanol abuse. She lives in assisted living.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No fever or chills. No major weight change. Eye: No complaints. ENT: No complaints. Respiratory: No dyspnea, cough, or sputum. Cardiovascular: No chest pain or palpitations. GI: No abdominal pain, vomiting, or bleeding. GU: No dysuria or hematuria. Skin: No rash or itch.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 170/80 and earlier 142/88, pulse 80, respiratory rate 16. Head & Neck: Pupils equal and reactive to light. Eyelids and conjunctivae normal. Extraocular movements normal. Oral mucosa normal. Ears normal inspection. She did not seem to have difficulty hearing me. Neck: Supple. No mass or nodes. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: She has systolic ejection murmur 2/6. No gallop. No significant edema. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves grossly normal. Sensation intact. Musculoskeletal: Gait is stable. She had no acute joint inflammation or effusion. Skin was intact, warm and dry.
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Assessment/plan:
1. Mrs. McClure has seizure history and I will continue the zonisamide 100 mg daily plus Dilantin 200 mg b.i.d.

2. She has dementia possible Alzheimer’s and I will continue Namzaric 20/10 mg one p.o daily plus donepezil 10 mg daily.

3. She has hypertension and I will observe more readings and currently she is not taking any medications.

4. She has aortic valve stenosis and she seems hemodynamically stable at present.

5. She has dysthymia and history of depression and I will continue fluoxetine 40 mg daily and pravastatin for lipids and omeprazole for gastroesophageal reflux disease. She has a pacemaker which appears to be functioning. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
