CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after multiple dog bites and left arm hematoma.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife as she was changing the dressing and she wants to have a home visiting nurse. However, insurance is going to provide the name for the home health agency. Meantime, the patient was advised to go to the wound care center at *_________* Medical Center and the patient refused.

The patient stated that the multiple bog bites sometimes have whitish secretions, but there is no bleeding and there is less pain. The patient also had venous Doppler study of the left leg and the results showed no deep venous thrombosis. The patient has less swelling in the left leg.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, bowel or urinary incontinence, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. 

EXTREMITIES: Multiple dog bite wounds on both the legs and also there is a dog bite on the left arm and left forearm. The left leg dog bite is deeper and there are more secretions and there is no significant cellulitis and the left calf swelling is less. The patient is able to ambulate with a slow gait.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his wife for the treatment plan and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction. They verbalized full understanding.
