Clinic Visit Note

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of skin lesion on the left side of the chest, left shoulder pain, followup of mole on the back, and right eye glaucoma.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he noticed small area of skin on the left side of the chest as a dry spot and it was pruritic for the past few days. There is no discharge, bleeding, or pus.
The patient has left shoulder pain and it was on and off. The pain level was 5 or 6. It has now reduced to 2 or 3. He has also stopped playing guitar. There is no radiation of pain to the hand.

The patient came today as a followup for right eye glaucoma and the patient is using the drops on a regular basis, has been seen by ophthalmologist. His eye pressure is much better.
The patient came today as a followup for a mole on the back. There is no itching or bleeding and there is no pain.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied severe headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, chest pain, shortness of breath, exposure to corona infection or allergies, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the left shoulder rotator cuff. Range of movement is slightly painful. Handgrips are bilaterally equal.
SKIN: Examination reveals 2 mm skin area of roughness without any pus formation or discharge; it is on the left side of the chest.
The patient also has a flat discolored skin lesion on the right side of the upper back consistent with benign nevus. There is no surrounding tenderness or redness. There is no discharge or bleeding. There is no lymphadenopathy.
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
