SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 51-year-old female who is being seen in televisit to address her medical problems.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes the following:

1. End-stage renal disease currently doing home therapy with next stage nocturnal dialysis four days out of the week 7-hours each session. She is able to get a natural ultrafiltration of 3 to 3.5 liters per night.

2. Chronic liver disease with cirrhosis secondary to nonalcoholic fatty liver disease with recurrent ascites requiring recurrent paracentesis.

3. Chronic atrial fibrillation following with cardiology.

4. GERD.

5. Secondary hyperparathyroidism secondary to chronic kidney disease.

6. Anemia of chronic kidney disease.

7. Hyperphosphatemia.

8. Diabetes mellitus type II.

9. Diabetic neuropathy.

10. Restless leg syndrome.

11. Coronary artery disease.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section x4, hysterectomy, rotator cuff bilateral, PD catheter replacement and removal, left upper extremity AV fistula, CABG x3 in 2019, and *__________* placement.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN, IV LEVAQUIN and not PO, and she developed itching with VANCOMYCIN.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married and has had total of six kids. She is an active smoker. Denies any alcohol use or illicit drug use.
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FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with lung cancer status post chemo. She has also hypertension, diabetes, and hyperlipidemia. Father had diabetes, hypertension, and diabetic retinopathy. Maternal grandmother died from leukemia. Paternal grandmother had diabetes.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Include the following Tylenol, albuterol HFA, amiodarone, Eliquis, aspirin, Folbee plus, bumetanide, calcitriol, Zyrtec, clonazepam, doxazosin, gabapentin, metolazone, metoprolol, olmesartan, omeprazole, promethazine, ropinirole, Renvela, and spironolactone.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. End-stage renal disease doing home therapy nocturnal with next stage to continue current prescription. We are going to check labs and adjust accordingly.

2. Anemia of chronic kidney disease. Hemoglobin 9.9. Continue Mircera. She does have iron deficiency. We will increase her IV iron to 100 mg weekly during dialysis.

3. Hyperparathyroidism secondary to chronic kidney disease. Her parathyroid hormone is up to goal.

4. Hyperphosphatemia, phosphate is controlled with current regimen to continue.

5. GERD. Continue omeprazole.

6. Restless leg syndrome. Continue ropinirole refill.

7. Ascites secondary to cirrhosis secondary to nonalcoholic fatty liver disease requiring frequent paracentesis at least on a weekly basis. We are going to arrange for that.

The patient will be seen during her monthly lab visit to USRC Home Therapies.
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
