REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional, eyes, CVS, lymph, GI, GU, musculoskeletal, skin, neurological, and psychiatric all noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight inflammation of pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation with scattered rhonchi. Abdomen: Soft. No organomegaly or tenderness. CVS: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Skin: Without cyanosis, edema, clubbing, or rash. Extremities: Without tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits are noted. Mood and affect within normal limits.

The patient had strep testing which was negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Upper respiratory infection, viral.
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
