The patient presents with chief complaint per mother coughing for the past three days and spitting up phlegm with complaints of sore throat. Vital signs are normal. Up-to-date on shots.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Reveals cough with congestion for the past three days. Green mucus reported coughing up.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative other than dust allergies reported.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Has been taking Zyrtec.

ALLERGIES: Dust allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Ears, nose and throat: Negative except sore throat. Eyes: Negative. Respiratory: Presence of cough without respiratory distress. CVS: Negative for palpitations. GI: Negative for nausea or vomiting. GU: Negative for genital problems or urinary discomfort. Neuro: Negative for seizures. Musculoskeletal: No extremity pain or swelling. Skin: Negative for rash. Lymph Nodes: Normal. Psychiatric: Normal.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative except for slight erythema of the pharynx. Pupils are equal, round, and react to light and accommodation. Ears: Within normal limits. Nose: Slight rhinorrhea. Neck: Supple without adenopathy. Lungs: Diffuse scattered rhonchi. CVS: Normal sinus rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative tenderness. Full range of motion. Skin: No skin lesions. Neurological: Motor and sensory systems intact. Cranial nerves II through X present without deficit.
Strep test was obtained in the office which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis without evidence of strep.

PLAN: The patient given prescription for Zithromax 100 mg per teaspoon to take for the next five days as directed. Follow up here with pediatrician as needed.
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
