CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presented with history of fever in the past two days and pulling on his left ear per mother. The patient’s vital signs revealed temperature of 99.8. He has not been given any Motrin or Tylenol at home. He is on no medications. He has no past medical history. No surgical history. Not breast-feeding.
PRESENT ILLNESS: History of fever, pulling on left ear for the past two days. No other symptoms reported. She has not taken temperature. She states that he has been crying more, but taken fluids and eating okay.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: No problems reported.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: The patient has been on no medications.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: ENT: No runny nose. Possible sore throat. Eyes: Normal. Respiratory: No cough or trouble breathing. GI: No vomiting or diarrhea. GU: No urinary symptoms apparent. CVS: No symptoms reported. Neuro: No evidence of seizure. Musculoskeletal: No extremity pain. Skin: No rash. Lymph: No swollen glands. Psychiatric: No abnormality noted.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs without definite inflammation or redness. Light reflex is visualized. Conjunctiva and eyelids normal. Pupils are equal, round, and react to light and accommodation. Nose: Without rhinorrhea. Pharynx is noted to be red without exudates or enlargement. Mucous  membranes intact. Neck: Supple without adenopathy. Respiratory: No respiratory distress. Breath sounds within normal limits. CVS: Regular rhythm without murmurs. Abdomen: Soft without guarding or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or painful range of motion. Skin: No rash or lesions noted. Neurological: Cranial nerves apparently intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted.
The patient had strep screen performed in the office which was negative.

Based on negative strep screen with fever and evidence of erythema to throat, the patient given prescription for amoxicillin 250 mg per teaspoon to take one teaspoon three times a day for the next seven days with precautions and followup as needed.
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
