The patient presents with breaking out in rash in the abdomen and legs pruritic for the past two days, taking Benadryl without medication and also applying hydrocortisone cream. The patient has no other medications. No surgical history or medical history.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Skin rash for three to four days throughout the lower extremities, pruritic. The patient states has been going into the woods for the past few days and playing.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Skin rash present on both medial knees. Scattered eruption across chest and eruption on cheeks with erythema. No vesiculation or evidence of infection. Remainder of physical exam including extremities, eyes, ears, nose and throat, neck, respiratory, CVS, abdomen and neuropsych were all within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Contact dermatitis, probably poison ivy.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Medrol, to follow up with pediatrician, return as needed.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Contact dermatitis.
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
