CLINIC VISIT NOTE

REYNA, RYAN
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The patient brought to the clinic by mother with history of right earache for the past three days. Normal vital signs.

PRESENT ILLNESS: With congestion and pulling on the right ear for the past three days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of frequent otitis media; last time a few months ago, according to mother.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Ears, nose and throat, eyes, respiratory, GI, GU, CVS, musculoskeletal, skin, and lymphatic as well as psych all without contributing findings.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Dullness noted to tympanic membranes with cerumen in external auditory canal making visualization of the tympanic membranes difficult. No evidence of throat infection. Pupils are equal, round, and react to light and accommodation. Conjunctivae and lids mucosa within normal limits. Nose within normal limits. Membranes moist. Neck: Supple without masses. Respirations: No respiratory distress. Breath sounds normal. CVS: Heart regular rhythm and rate without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without tenderness. Extremities: Nontender. Full range of motion. Skin: Without rash or lesions.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with possible otitis media.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Ciprodex to apply to ears and prescription for Zithromax to take with followup as needed.
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
