The patient brought to the clinic by mother with history of cough and pulling on her left ear for the past week with slight elevation of temperature 99.3.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Determined by me was cough and questionable left ear pain for the past week.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful other than history of mental retardation.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: No medications.

IMMUNIZATION STATUS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory and unobtainable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Eyes, ears, nose and throat: Some cerumen in the external auditory canals making the visualization of tympanic membranes difficult without definite inflammation. No inflammation of pharynx or signs of dehydration. Eyes within normal limits. Neck: Without abnormality. Thyroid not enlarged. Respiratory: Lungs are clear to auscultation and percussion. No abnormal breath sounds. CVS: Regular sinus rhythm. No murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No abnormality noted. Skin: No rash or lesions. Extremities: Full range of motion without tenderness. Neuropsych: Oriented x4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Mood disorder not noted.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with bronchitis by history with questionable otitis media.
PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Ciprodex to apply to ears per mother as directed and also prescription for Zithromax 200 mg per teaspoon to take orally per mother with followup as needed and to follow up with pediatrician and PCP.
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
