The patient brought to the clinic by mother with complaints of congestion and headache for the past two days. Vital signs were normal.
Evaluation by me including present illness was compatible with headache and congestion for the past two days with history of headaches off and on in the past without significant distress or workup.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No surgical history. 

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: No current medications.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional, eyes, CVS, lymphatic, GI, GU, musculoskeletal, skin, neuro, and psychiatric all within essentially normal limits.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Physical exam revealed no abnormalities including general appearance, eyes, ears, nose and throat, neck, respiratory, CVS, abdomen, GU, skin, extremities, neuropsych without abnormalities.
IMPRESSION: Probable viral upper respiratory infection.
PLAN: The patient’s mother was advised to observe the patient without treatment. Take over-the-counter medications as needed. Do not feel antibiotics were indicated and had no evident physical findings on examination to observe. Follow up as needed.
