CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient seen today for followup after an episode of increased temperature to 102.6 with headache at school, here for reevaluation. Examination reveals no apparent change with negative past medical history, social history and family history, on no medications other than Zithromax and Medrol 2 mg medication prescribed two days ago. Further evaluation with flu test showed presence of type A flu compatible with symptoms of remainder repeat examination, showed no abnormalities other than continued presence of rhonchi in chest without rales or wheezing. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No respiratory distress. No acute distress. Examination of head, eyes, ears, nose and throat showed no other abnormalities. Neck: Supple without rigidity or masses. CVS: Regular sinus rhythm. Abdomen: Soft with no organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness. Restricted range of motion. Skin: Without rash, petechiae. Normal color. Neurological exam within normal limits with cranial nerves II through X intact without motor or sensory loss.
IMPRESSION: Followup on respiratory infection with bronchitis with additional finding of type A flu which apparently he has had for the past few days.

PLAN: No additional treatment was warranted because he has already been sick for a few days, felt Tamiflu would be of no benefit at this time. He was advised to continue to observe with treatment of fever. Continue medications prescribed before. Out of school till next week. Follow up in the next day or two if condition does not improve or worsens.
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
