The patient seen in the clinic with complaints of fever, cough, and congestion for the past two days. Vital signs without abnormality.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Per my evaluation was cough, sore throat, fever, chills, and flu-like symptoms for the past two days without respiratory distress.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Essentially negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: No medications.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative and noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative and noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional, CVS, lymph, GI, GU, eyes, musculoskeletal, skin, neuro, psychiatric were essentially negative other than present illness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: No abnormalities. Neck: Supple without masses. Thyroid not enlarged. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. CVS: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Skin: Without lesions or cyanosis. Extremities: Without edema, swelling or restrictive range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Mood and affect within normal limits.
Examination including flu test and COVID test showed presence of type A flu.
