CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 58-year-old female complaint of leaking heart valve.

HPI: The patient is a 58-year-old female who reports a recent diagnosis of atrial fibrillation/flutter. She was evaluated at Summit Hospital and apparently converted to sinus rhythm. She was further told that she had a leaking heart valve when she has had no followup. Today, she reports dyspnea worse with exertion, which occurs especially when she walked a long way. She has occasional palpitations. She has chest pressure, which she stated as severe this occurs when she has low blood pressure and pulse.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Hypertension.

2. Atrial fibrillation/flutter.

3. Diabetes.

4. Hypercholesterolemia.

5. Breast cancer left breast.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Lumpectomy.

MEDICATIONS:
1. Letrozole 2.5 mg one daily.

2. Iron 325 mg b.i.d.

3. Atorvastatin 10 mg h.s.

4. Metoprolol 100 mg daily.

5. Amlodipine 5 mg daily.

6. Rythmol 325 mg one b.i.d.

7. Hydralazine 100 mg one tablet b.i.d.

8. Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d.

9. Losartan/hydrochlorothiazide daily.

10. Senna 8.6 mg two tablets daily.

ALLERGIES: GABAPENTIN, CODEINE, AND PENICILLIN.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of coronary artery disease and cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She reports smoking as a teenager. She denies cigarette, alcohol, or drug use.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Neurologic: She has history of chemotherapy induced neuropathy.

Genitourinary: She has frequency of urination and oral cavity. She has dentures.

Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: Active problems:

1. Atrial fibrillation/flutter.

2. Chest pain.

3. Hypertension.

4. Diabetes.

PLAN: Obtain lab work CBC, chem-20, A1c, lipid panel, TSH, echocardiogram, and EKG Holter. Followup three months on p.r.n.
