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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. A 63-year-old African American male that has been followed in this practice because of the presence of a cyst in the kidney that is benign. The patient had a contrast study. No enhancement was found. There is no evidence of vascularization. The patient has nodularities in the renal gland that we have to monitor on regular basis. The laboratory workup that was done on 01/20/2022, serum creatinine is 1.1 and the BUN is 14 and the estimated GFR is 71. The patient does not have evidence of proteinuria.

2. The patient has been recovering from colon cancer surgery that was performed in April 2021. The patient is followed by the gastroenterologist as well as the oncologist. The patient has recovered the body weight that had lost.

3. The patient has a history of non-small cell carcinoma of the lung that is in remission.

4. The patient has arterial hypertension that is under control. At the present time, it is 122/75.

5. The patient has hyperlipidemia. For reasons that are not clear to us, the patient stopped the use of lovastatin. The lipid panel shows that the patient has a cholesterol of 273 with triglycerides of 170, LDL cholesterol is 191 and HDL is 48. The patient is going to be placed on the lovastatin that he tolerated very well, but we are going to increase the dose from 20 to 40 mg at bedtime. The patient is in a stable condition. We are going to follow him in three months with a lipid profile.
