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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. A 58-year-old Hispanic male with history of diabetes mellitus with severe proteinuria. The patient was admitted to the hospital with sepsis related to MRSA. At that time, the remaining kidney function deteriorated and renal replacement therapy was started. The patient was on dialysis for two to three months and he recovered the kidney function. The estimated GFR is around 23 mL/min. The patient is not anemic and he is functional. He has not gained any body weight. He is following the recommendation. The patient was told that eventually with the persistent proteinuria and in the presence of poor control of the blood sugar, renal replacement therapy will be needed. The patient has been stable for over two and half months and he was brought today in order to remove the catheter.

Previous preparation of the field, local anesthesia was given. An incision longitudinal to the catheter was done until the anchor was dissected and released. The catheter was pulled without any complications. One stitch was necessary to be placed in order to achieve hemostasis. We kept the patient 45 minutes post the procedure in the office. After that time, we gave instructions in case of bleeding and/or in case of the followup that is going to be in one week in order to remove the stitch, the patient is to leave the dressing for 36 hours and after that, it can be removed and the patient could shower freely without any complications.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus that has been under endocrinology management. He will continue with that followup.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is treated with the administration of atorvastatin.

4. Hypertension. The blood pressure today is much better 129/84. The patient had a stand-in followup for the evaluation of the CKD.

The total time invested in this procedure was 1 hour and 15 minutes.
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
