Mr. Hook was seen regarding hypertension, hypothyroidism, multiple myeloma, etc.

History: Mr. Hook is being followed by oncology namely Dr. Arora for multiple myeloma. He continues on Revlimid 5 mg daily day 1 to 21 and the rest for seven days. He also received dexamethasone during his visits of chemotherapy treatment. Diphenhydramine 50 mg one to three hours before the chemotherapy. In fact, when I saw him, he did not have much pain including knee pain. He has a butt ulcer, but that improved since my last visit. He has some scabs on his legs. Overall, he is doing a bit better. I ordered clotrimazole to his peri-area and groins. His buttock has a slight ulcer, but that has improved significantly. He states he is voiding well and does have a history of prostatic hypertrophy, but it seems fairly good now. He does have edema and is on Bumex 1 mg daily.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever or chills. Eye: No complaints. ENT: No complaints. Respiratory: No dyspnea or cough. Cardiovascular: No chest pain. GI: No abdominal pain, vomiting or bleeding. GU: No dysuria.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 132/78, pulse 94, respiratory rate 21. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. He has edema 2+. Abdomen: Nontender. Musculoskeletal: Shoulder range of motion normal. Skin: He has a scab near the left shin, continues below the knee, was scraped and that seems stable and not infected. His butt ulcer has much improved.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Hook’s myeloma is currently controlled with the Revlimid and dexamethasone. He sees oncology.

2. He has edema and I will continue him on Bumex 1 mg daily.

3. He has hypothyroidism and I will continue levothyroxine 50 mcg daily.

4. He has hypertension, currently controlled on losartan 25 mg daily.

5. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
