The patient has weight loss, hair loss, rash, palpitations, bloody nose, vision problems, urinary urgency, and frequency.  The patient has heartburn and acid reflux symptoms.  The patient also has joint pain, muscle pain, numbness and tingling, and depression.
IMPRESSION
Bell’s palsy, left-sided.  The patient has Bell’s palsy in October 2021.  The patient has left facial droop it has completely resolved.  The patient currently does not have any more facial droop.  The patient is back to normal.  She has also had brain MRI done at St. Rose Hospital.  It was negative study that was done on October 22, 2021. Explained to them the common signs and symptoms of an acute stroke.  Explained to the patient to go to the nearest emergency room if she develops any of those symptoms.
