Dear Dr. Holmes:

This is a followup for Mr. Adams who has partial left-sided nephrectomy for renal cancer, diabetic nephropathy, prostate cancer, and hypertension.  Last visit in November.  He has been followed with urology Dr. Witzke concerned about active prostate cancer, plans to do radiation treatment and shots with Lupron, just started on Casodex.  At the same time, however, he denies any specific complaints.  Good urine output.  No cloudiness or blood.  No gross dysuria. Some degree of frequency and nocturia.  Denies nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or blood melena.  He has prior atrial fibrillation ablation.  Weight is down, however, from 282 pounds presently 265 pounds.  Denies edema.  Denies orthopnea or PND.

Present Medications:  I want to highlight lisinopril, Norvasc, HCTZ, on potassium replacement, anticoagulated Eliquis, on diabetes treatment including insulin Lantus, and cholesterol management.  No antiinflammatory agents.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 130/78.  He looks in no respiratory distress.  He is alert and oriented x3.  No speech problems.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries in January.  Kidney function is normal 0.8.  Electrolyte acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  There is no anemia.  Presently, hemoglobin is 15.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Partial left-sided nephrectomy secondary to renal cancer without recurrence.

2. Prostate cancer, which apparently is active, treatment as indicated above.

3. Diabetes with preserved kidney function and previously low-level proteinuria.

4. Hypertension appears to be well controlled.

5. Atrial fibrillation, prior ablation and recent activity in January when potassium was running low, remains on anticoagulation.  He has not required rate control.

6. Sleep apnea on CPAP machine.

7. Obesity.
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From the renal standpoint, things are stable. We will see him in a year.

All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
