CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of low blood pressure.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has been taking amlodipine 2.5 mg on the day of dialysis and usually next day the patient’s blood pressure is low, but for last few days has been low and he fell slightly lightheaded without any loss of balance or visual disturbances.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness.
