CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of nose bleed, automobile accident, and followup for diabetes mellitus and coronary artery disease.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was involved in automobile accident few days ago and while he was driving with seatbelt on and stopped at the red light another vehicle hit his back of his car. There was very mild accident did not sustain any serious injuries. However, the patient started nose bleed after that and he stated that the airbag did not deploy and he did not hit the steering or the dashboard. Within few minutes the nose bleed stopped and after that the patient did not sustain any muscle injury.
The patient stated that he has dryness in his bedroom and he used humidifier at the bedside and the dryness is less.
The patient also came today as a followup after coronary artery stent placement and the patient had no chest pain or shortness of breath and he is feeling strong.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied weight gain, visual disturbance, dizziness, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, exposure to infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, calf swelling or leg swelling, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 80 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on losartan 25 mg twice a day and carvedilol 3.125 mg twice a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and he is on Tradjenta 5 mg once a day along with low-carb diet.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he has two adult children. The patient is cab driver and he has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse. The patient is on low-carb healthy diet.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals dryness of the nasal passages without any bleeding, oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
