PATIENT NAME: Galindo, Toribio

DATE OF SERVICE: 02/02/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was started on spironolactone 25 mg daily, but he ran out of it because he was taking it two tablets instead of one tablet daily. He said his blood pressure was high and he increased the dose. He is not taking spironolactone for last 10 days and his blood pressure is high today.

PLAN: The patient was restarted on spironolactone 25 mg daily. He will reduce potassium chloride to potassium chloride 20 mEq twice a day. Results of the blood test done on January 31, 2022 were discussed. His potassium level was 3.9, BUN and creatinine are normal. The patient does not want to come for repeat blood test in two to three weeks. He wants blood test in three months at next visit.
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
