History: Ms. Garner is a 65-year-old white female with multiple medical problems that include:

1. Diabetes mellitus insulin-dependent.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. History of skin cancer.

5. History of right kidney cancer.
The patient has not seen Dr. Peirce yet, but has seen Dr. Tan to be sure the kidneys are doing good after the surgery and, apparently, he gave her six months to come back. The patient tells me she had to pay $105 for the Levemir insulin and she could not afford Trulicity even if I send it because the cost is going to be $555. The patient will not be able to see Dr. Peirce for followup as he is not on the UnitedHealthcare Plan. We will refer her to St. Joseph Urology. The patient’s sugar was high today 223. We gave her Ozempic with samples we had. The pen was a six-dose Ozempic pen. We gave her one and advised her to use 0.5 mg once a week for the next six weeks. The patient understands plan. I also gave her Rybelsus 3 mg one-month supply. Her med list reconciled. The patient has seen Dr. Hodges at Scott & White and diagnosed as having cataracts and nonproliferative diabetic retinopathy in the right eye. Her creatinine is stable at 1.18. Her mammograms are normal on 12/16/2021. St. Joseph’s forgot to do bone density. I have reduced her Levemir to 55 units twice a day. She is on NovoLog 15 units three times a day, but she is not sure how much she will have to pay for that. So, I think if she takes oral Rybelsus at this time it will be good. Please note, I acquired her as a patient on 11/02/2021. One 01/31/2022, her A1c has dropped from 11.8 to 10.7, which is 1.1 less than what she came in with. The patient otherwise feels good with no chest pains. No shortness of breath. No nausea. No vomiting. No diarrhea. We will see her in the office in a month.
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
