KIRKLAND, MICHAEL
This is a 60-year-old gentleman with history of COPD, hypertension, pneumonia, and a growth on the scalp. The patient is short of breath at all times. His CT and chest x-ray are consistent with end-stage COPD. The patient is homebound, ADL dependent because of his shortness of breath and requires O2 and nebulizer treatments at all times.

The patient recently had a history of pneumonia that was difficult to treat. He lives in a personal care home. He also has had multiple falls, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition. He has a KPS score of 40 and suffers from chronic disability. The patient is definitely homebound and ADL dependent.

Given the patient’s chronic shortness of breath, his recently advanced pneumonia, his weight loss, his decreased appetite and he is overall demise, it is decided to place the patient on hospice because of his end-stage COPD, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
