CRAWFORD, _______
Mrs. Crawford is a 68-year-old woman who appears much older than stated age. She suffers from hypertension, diabetes, multiple hospitalizations because of TIA and recent stroke as well as end-stage COPD. She is on nebulizer treatment and needs to be assessed regarding O2. As far as her COPD is concerned, the patient has cachexia, severe weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, weight loss of 20 pounds to be exact in the past month to six weeks. She is homebound/chair bound.

She had been on oxygen in the past, but the oxygen company has taken her oxygen away and she needs to be on O2 once again while on hospice.

She is requiring hospice care because she no longer wants to be a candidate for hospitalization. She wants to be kept comfortable at home. She has cor pulmonale by history, pedal edema and history of right ventricular hypertrophy related to her end-stage COPD.

She suffers from barrel chest and clubbing of the fingernails related to her advanced end-stage COPD.

The patient is tachypneic and tachycardic and is wheezing and short of breath with any type of movement or activity and is expected to live less than six months. She is hospice appropriate.
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
