Dear Dr. Raiker:
The patient was evaluated in the pre-procedural holding area prior to the upper endoscopy and colonoscopy. After detailed history taking, I was informed that he did not complete the prep as instructed and the stools still had solid “chunks” of fecal material and the stool also was not cleared.
He did not have any abdominal pain, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, dysphagia, or odynophagia at this time. Denied any bleeding per rectum, melena, or hematochezia.
His vitals were stable. Chest: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 S2. No S3, S4 noted. Abdomen: Soft, somewhat obese, nontender, and nondistended. No hepatosplenomegaly. No mass palpable. Rectal: Exam deferred.

IMPRESSION: Incomplete cleansing prior to the colonoscopy.

RECOMMENDATIONS:
1. In order to avoid any potential need for repeat of procedure due to poor prep, after lengthy discussion with the patient, anesthesiologist, nursing staff, and family, it was decided that we reschedule the procedure.

2. The patient opted to have “pills” – for cleansing for the next procedure that is being planned. I informed him that it depends on the approval from the insurance company and every effort will be made to make sure that we will obtain the requested prep.
