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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient reports that he was in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in late 1971, the patient was at sea outside of the Long Beach California.  The patient’s ship was just left the port.  The patient was running towards some light.  His ankle got twisted by the power cables on the floor.  The patient tripped over the power cable and fell, and hit the forehead.  He hit the forehead against the metal objects.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness for a few seconds.  The patient woke up on the floor.  The patient will need to go to the sick bay.  He had some stitches on the forehead.  The patient tells me that he has complete amnesia for the rest of the day.  The patient does not remember what happened the rest of the day.  The patient had some mild headaches.  The patient was confused and disoriented.

Since then the patient tells me that he has some memory problems.  In 2004, the patient was at UCSF.  The patient was at University of California San Francisco Medical Center.  The patient was diagnosed with transient global amnesia.  The patient has episodes of memory deficits.  The patient tells me that he will occasionally lose all recognition of the present moment.  The patient tells me that his mind drift away.

The patient used to work for construction worker.  However, the patient is retired.  The patient tells me that his symptoms did not affect his job.
MoCA examination is 26/30.  The patient missed 4 on delay recall.
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
