CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his son for interpretation. He stated that he is feeling much better and does not have any medical problems.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypothyroidism and he is on levothyroxine 100 mcg once a day.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on lisinopril 5 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of chronic back pain and he is on etodolac 400 mg half a tablet once a day as needed, not to exceed 10 tablets a month along with food.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient had laparoscopic cholecystectomy in 2015.
ALLERGIES: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: Not available.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed in detail.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has four adult children. The patient works as a machine operator. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use or drug abuse. His exercise is mostly walking. The patient is on low-salt cardiac diet.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, skin rashes, or depression.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

CHEST: Symmetrical without any deformity. There is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active. There is no organomegaly.

GENITAL: Examination unremarkable. 

RECTAL: Normal prostate.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination is within normal limits.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
