WILKINS, MICHAEL
Mr. Wilkins is a 79-year-old gentleman with known history of rectal CA. On or about January 2021, he was diagnosed with a 5 cm rectal mass moderately differentiated MMR intact adenocarcinoma arising 7 cm from dentate line.
The patient also had a single liver mets which was noted on 03/18/2021, along with cervical lymphadenopathy most likely related to the patient’s rectal cancer. The patient has undergone chemo and radiation therapy subsequently which the patient has had lots of side effects from. The patient also has dementia. The patient has not been eating, appears anemic, appears debilitated. He suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition with lack of appetite.
The patient’s care was discussed most recently with Dr. Le regarding the patient’s response to radiation and chemotherapy. Given the patient’s severe dementia, weight loss, and anemia, the patient is no longer a candidate for chemo. The patient has been on Xeloda, MVASI, but subsequently this is going to be discussed and the patient will be placed on hospice with rectal cancer with distant metastasis (see above) with weight loss, severe dementia as comorbidity and protein-calorie malnutrition and anemia. The patient most likely has less than six months to live given his advanced stage.
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
