HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with history of coronary artery disease status post stent placement, obesity and hypertension. The patient is complaining of episodes of chest pain and shortness of breath especially with activity.  The patient is currently taking lisinopril 10 mg daily, simvastatin and aspirin.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/89 mmHg, pulse 88, respirations 16 and weight 288 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. 1/6 systolic murmur heard at the left sternal border. There is no gallop or rub.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: 

1. Obesity.

2. Chest pain.

3. Shortness of breath.

4. History of coronary artery disease.

5. Hypertension

6. Peripheral vascular disease.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient has history of carotid stenosis. I will repeat the Doppler studies for the carotid to evaluate carotid stenosis and I will also get an echocardiogram to assess left ventricular function. Since the patient has history of coronary artery disease and has recurrent chest pain I will also consider performing a cardiac catheterization to evaluate any coronary artery disease.
