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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 41-year-old Hispanic male that has end-stage renal disease related to diabetes mellitus type II. The patient is undergoing peritoneal dialysis. When the patient came to the clinic, we noticed that he was having a discharge that was serous and more than any type of secretion that we could possibly have in that area despite the fact that the patient has been changing the dressing on daily basis and using gentamicin cream. Cultures were taken. The patient has been prescribed Keflex 500 mg p.o. b.i.d. We will adjust the antibiotics according to the susceptibilities when the culture gets back.

2. The patient has a severe fluid overload. He has been gaining weight; more than 15 pounds in a very short period of time. The advice is to use hypertonic dextrose for the peritoneal dialysis at least for a couple of days in order to remove the fluid. In talking to the patient, the intake on salt has been increased and that could be the explanation for the significant body weight gain.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

4. The patient has hyperlipidemia.

5. Diabetic retinopathy that is followed by the ophthalmologist.

6. Peripheral neuropathy associated to diabetes.
