CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after automobile accident resulting with low back pain and right thumb pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had multiple injuries after the automobile accident and also has prominent left-sided low back pain and it is worse upon exertion and physical therapist told him *________* pushing, pulling, or lifting any objects. Pain level is 5 or 6 and there is no radiation of pain to the lower extremities.
The patient also has significant pain in the right thumb and the patient was seen by hand specialist recently and he suggested MRI to evaluate flexor tendon of the thumb and the thumb joint. The patient stated that he still has pain in the thumb upon activities of daily living and sometimes pain is very sharp and the pain level could be 8 or 9 and frequency of pain is the same. The patient had open wound of the hand and it completely healed. There is no wound dehiscence or any discharge.
The patient is *________* due to continuation of the right thumb pain and his work requires using both the hands. He does not have any sitting job.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, fever, chills, cough, sputum production, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bladder incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and his pain *________* due to accident with machine operator. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, pedal edema, or tremors.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues of the lumbar spine on the left side and also lumbar flexion is painful at 50 degrees.

Left lateral flexion is also painful.
Right thumb examination reveals tenderness of the flexor tendon of the right thumb and also metacarpophalangeal joint. Handgrip is weak in the left side. The surgical wound has completely healed.
