CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of acid reflux.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that reflux has been bothering him for past several weeks and he used to take omeprazole in the past he is going to be started now. The patient stated that he had not passed any blood in the stools or tarry stools.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling, or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
