PATIENT NAME: Bhakta, Rohit Kumar

DATE OF SERVICE: 02/07/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for Wellness Examination. He had acute myocardial infarction on January 2, 2022 and was transferred from his hometown Vyara in India to Surat in India. The patient required coronary angioplasty and stent placement involving the right coronary artery. The patient also had other coronary lesions and we are going to refer him to Dr. Angirekula.

PLAN: Medications reconciliation was done. The patient was not taking rosuvastatin and we restarted him on rosuvastatin 20 mg daily. Metoprolol ER 25 mg daily was ordered. Protonix 40 mg daily was given in place of combination of pantoprazole and domperidone he was getting it from India. Domperidone has side effects from the heart and therefore we discontinue pantoprazole/domperidone and in place of that we give him a pantoprazole 40 mg daily, aspirin 81 mg daily, and Brilinta 90 mg twice a day. He is not taking any medicine for diabetes. His blood sugar has been high. Metformin ER 500 mg, two tablets daily started. The patient will get CBC, CMP, lipid panel, free T4, TSH, prostate specific antigen, and hemoglobin A1c in about one month. He will be referred to Dr. Angirekula for coronary artery disease.
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
