He states he came in today because pain has gotten worse. He rated pain approximately 6/10 and increased with touch. He states pain is confined to his left ear and is non-radiating.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above. GU: The patient reports inability to have and maintain erection. He states this has been going on for a while, but he was too embarrassed to discuss with his primary care provider. He states in the past some time ago he was prescribed Cialis, which works and would like to a have a refill of this prescription.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.

Blood pressure 136/87.
Pulse 87.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.8.

HEENT: Normal. Left Ear: Erythematous and bulging TM. There is fluid behind TM and the fluid appears purulent. There is no light reflex. There is no tragal tag. No mastoid tenderness to palpation. Nose: No septal hematoma. Turbinates are injected bilaterally. Nares are congested. Throat: Erythematous and edematous tonsils and pharynx. No exudate. Uvula is midline and mobile. Pharynx is erythematous and edematous. No exudate.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute pharyngitis.

2. Acute left otitis media.

3. Erectile dysfunction.

The patient was sent home with the following medications:
1. Zithromax 250 mg two p.o. now and then one p.o. daily until gone.

2. Cialis 5 mg, he will take one p.o. before coitus; he was advised to take this once only, #30.

3. XYZ mouthwash 80 mL, he will gargle 20 mL and spit out every morning for four days.
