HISTORY: This is a 43-year-old gentleman here for medication refill.
The patient has a history of erectile dysfunction and herpes simplex-2, here for followup of these conditions. He states that since his last visit he has had no need to seek medical, psychological, surgical or emergency care.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient complains of blisters in his private area. Denies painful urination. Denies frequent urination. Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 119/74.

Pulse 71.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.
HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

GU: Cluster of fluid-filled vesicles on an erythematous base discretely distributed in his private area on his penile shaft.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. HSV-2.
2. Erectile dysfunction.

3. Medication refill.

The patient’s medications were refilled as follows:

1. Sildenafil 100 mg, he will take one p.o. half an hour to four hours prior the coitus, #30. He is advised to take only one per day.
2. Valtrex 1000 mg one p.o. q.i.d. for 10 days #40. No refills.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none. He was educated about protective coitus. He states he understands and will comply.
