WILKERSON, GEORGIA

Georgia Wilkerson is an 80-year-old woman who has been admitted to hospice with diagnosis of dementia Lewy bodies. She also suffers from hypercholesterolemia, hypertension, tremors and chronic constipation.

The patient has a history of heart disease and Alzheimer’s dementia associated with Lewy bodies.

The patient has a KPS score of 50% at this time. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight. The patient is responsive only to painful stimuli, appears to be confused, stays in bed about 6 to 8 hours a day, agitated from time-to-time, and requires pain medication and medication to control her agitation. The patient also feels dizzy, has edema because of protein-calorie malnutrition and decreased fluid intake. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent and total ADL dependent at this time. Hospice will help to educate caregiver on ways of preventing further breakdown. Also, the patient is a high risk of fall. Constipation appears to be due to morphine and other comorbid problems. Overall, prognosis remains poor and the patient is expected to live less than six months, hence the patient is hospice appropriate at this time.
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
