SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Katy described that she has been doing better. She has been recovering from COVID. She claimed that last week she suffered from the COVID infection and was staying at home. She has not yet got the vaccine because her sister developed some complication with the vaccine. She has discussed with her primary care physician who has recommended to hold on for some time as she is recovering from the COVID infection. She described otherwise she is taking her medications, she started doing better. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. She dropped her son to the school and she stopped at the parking lot and was communicating in a positive manner. She feels very positive. She claimed during the period of one week she was having lot of anxiety, but she can handle very well. She was cooperative, appropriate, and attentive. No irritability or agitation. She described since she has been taking medication her life has changed and she does not have any side effect. The patient has been on Adderall 10 mg in the morning and noon. No other psychotropic medication. She does not use any alcohol or drugs.

ASSESSMENT: Attention deficit disorder and recovering from COVID.

PLAN: Continue the reality orientation and supportive therapy. I have sent a prescription for Adderall 10 mg in the morning and noon, 60 tablets. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
