Teresa was seen through Doxy. She has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Teresa described that she has been doing better. She is feeling good. She is not hearing any more voices and does not believe anyone out to get her. She claimed that she is still taking only Prolixin 1 mg daily and also Benadryl 25 mg at bedtime. She denies any side effect of the medication. I further appreciate that she has been making a positive improvement and had been compliant; that is the reason that her reduction in the dosage has been helping her. She describes she is still working and productive. There was no side effect. She denies any symptoms of akathisia, restlessness, or any tremors. Her AIMS score was 0. She would like to have 90-day supply of the medication. The patient was cooperative, appropriate, and attentive. No irritability, agitation, improved understanding and insight and compliance of the medication. No use of alcohol or drugs.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia, chronic, making positive improvement.

PLAN: I will continue Prolixin 1 mg daily, Benadryl 25 mg daily and order 90-day supply of the medication. The patient’s followup appointment was given in 30 days.
