The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Joe was seen with his care provider. He was pleasant and happy. He described that he is feeling good and sleeping good. Denies any depression, sadness, or mood swings. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusions. According to care provider, last week, Joe developed some numbness and weakness in his left arm. He went to Troy Beaumont Hospital emergency room where he was checked for CVA protocol. He was later on seen by Dr. Belkin who has started on Lipid 20 mg daily and Apresoline. Later on, he was seen by his primary care physician, Dr. *_________* who discontinued Apresoline. So, currently, he has been taking Lipid 20 mg daily and the internist has recommended to check with Dr. Belkin. The patient has history of seizure due to the traumatic brain injury and has been on Keppra 2000 mg twice a day and Vimpat 200 mg b.i.d. He has been regularly following internist and also his neurologist. Joe was sitting in a wheelchair, he was in a good mood, pleasant affect, describes he is feeling all right. He denies any depression, sadness, or any suicidal thoughts. He claimed because of the weather is not so good therefore he has to stay here although he would like to be involved in occupation therapy, physical therapy, and also other activities. According to care provider, Joe has been compliant with the medications and has not shown any behavior dangerous to self or the others. During my observation, he was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. His speech was clear. Thought process organized. Attention span was fair. Memory was limited, but he was appropriate. There was no involuntary movement. AIMS score was 0.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder, history of traumatic brain injury, and seizure disorder.

PLAN: Continue Latuda 40 mg daily, Trintellix 10 mg daily, trazodone 100 mg daily, and Prolixin 1 mg b.i.d. Risks, benefits and side effects are explained. The patient has shown significant improvement in overall behavior and functioning. I will recommend the same medications for one month and follow appointment was made for 30 days.
